Giving Thanks
What are you thankful for? When asked that question most of us can start enumerating
blessings in our lives. Those blessings run the gamut from barely noticeable to life-chang-
ing.

In churches across the land this November voices will sing the familiar lyrics of
"Come ye thankful people come. Raise the song of harvest home." Later in that same
verse we sing, "God our maker doth provide for our wants to be supplied." I'm glad that
Henry Alford, the man responsible for these lyrics, saw that God is at the center of the
harvest, at the center of our countless blessings. We would do well to keep that in mind
and as Paul writes in 1Thessalonians, "Continuously give thanks in all circumstances."

The tripwire here for both our elongated lists and Alford's lyrics is "wants" rather
than "needs." I love my stuff. And I am right to give thanks to God for all my blessings
which incorporate my wants and my needs. The problem with this list, like all long lists, is
that the great worth of our basic needs become just part of the list and are not held with
the great esteem they should have. In other words, the fulfilling of our needs is too often
almost taken for granted. I believe that we all too frequently even take the basic need of
life itself for granted.

Eli Wiesel said this about life in the Nazi concentration camp at Auschwitz, "You
should know that no one is as grateful as a person who was there. We died more than
once. But now, every hour is an hour of grace. Every smile, every word, is something we
didn't expect. Life is precious and death is an enemy that takes away what is precious to
us."

 As one who has spent too many hours in hospital rooms, I know to my bone the
blessing of life itself, but I am just as guilty as anyone in forgetting to "continually give
thanks in all circumstances."

Let's not wait for Turkey Day to give thanks for God's provision of our needs. Let's
not wait to see their worth only in hindsight when they are taken away. Let us pledge to
one another to lift up what we are blessed with when our focus seems to be on what is
missing. Let us give thanks to our Provider in all circumstances, and let us begin today.
